cluded in show #793-7. So far, more than 20,000 listeners have 
sent in their self-addressed, stamped envelopes for this item 

(copies of which you rece~ved a few weeks ago). The last time 
this offer was made, in 1976, we pulled about 5,000. 

FALL ARBITRON SWEEP ALERT! It has come to our attention that 
several stations surveyed in the April-May 1979 Arbitron DID NOT 
LIST AMERICAN TOP 40 IN THE ARBITRON FACILITIES FORM. Or they 

listed incorrect times. Or they didn't return the form at all. 
The most flagrant example was an AM/FM simulcaster in a major 
market in the Northeast. Arbitron will not assign American Top 

40 mentions in diaries unless AT40 is listed by the station in 
the facilities form posted prior to the survey period. If AT40 
is not listed or listed incorrectly you will definitely lose share, 

average quarter hour and cume points in the Arbitron book, not 

only for the time AT40 is broadcast, but across the board.
